at Cameron University opens March 29

The enrollment period for students planning to attend summer or fall classes at Cameron University in Lawton opens Monday, March 29.
The university encourages students to enroll early because it enables them to complete necessary paperwork while avoiding long lines and delays that typically occurs when students wait until the last few days of the enrollment period.
To streamline the enrollment process and reduce waiting lines, graduate students and seniors will enroll on Monday, March 29.  Juniors can enroll Tuesday, March 30, sophomores on Wednesday, March 31, and freshmen on Thursday, April 1.  After that date, any student – regardless of academic classification – can enroll weekdays between 8 a.m. and 5 p.m. at his or her convenience.
Enrollment ends May 28 for the summer semester, and Aug. 20 for the fall semester.
Cameron’s summer session begins June 1, while fall classes begin Aug. 23.
Eight-week fall evening classes meet Aug. 23-Oct. 18 for the first session and Oct. 19-Dec. 16 for the second session. Sixteen-week evening classes meet Aug. 23-Dec. 16.
