Child abuse subject of upcoming parenting class offered by Cameron University’s Southwest AHEC 
Cameron University’s Southwest Area Health Education Center (Southwest AHEC) will provide training on “Children and Abuse” at 7 p.m. on Monday, June 20.  

Monday’s class will take place in South Shepler 402 on CU’s main campus in Lawton. The class will be presented by Jan Wicker, who has more than 20 years of experience with the Department of Health and Human Services. 
Wicker has presented numerous workshops on child development, family dynamics, creative parenting, managing aggressive behavior, family preservation, childhood psychopathology and child rearing.

This session will cover different types of child abuse, family dynamics, what to do if a child is abused, effects of child abuse on the victim and family members, legal aspects, possible treatment methods and how to prevent child abuse.

“Child abuse is more common than most parents are aware of and yet evokes intense emotional responses few parents know how to deal with,” Wicker said.  
The upcoming parenting class is one in a series of classes hosted by Southwest AHEC. The classes are offered in two-hour segments, once per week for eight weeks. Sessions will be repeated for the opportunity to attend any that were missed. 
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Participants who satisfactorily complete six of the eight sessions will receive a certificate of completion.
