Cameron University’s 2005-2006 theatrical season is a celebration of Festival VI: “CU in Good Health.” This year’s season features a wide array of productions including an absurd comedy, a modern tragedy, a musical comedy and a “classic” French Farce.
The season opens in September with “The Day Room” by Don DeLillo. This whacky comedy will be Cameron’s entry in the American College Theatre Festival. This laugh-out-loud comedy can be seen Thursday, Sept. 29, thru Sunday, Oct. 2 and again Friday, Oct. 7, and Saturday, Oct.  8.
Auditions for CU’s first production of the year are set for 7 p.m., Monday, Aug. 22, and Tuesday, Aug. 23, in the University Theatre, located on CU’s main campus in Lawton. Auditions are open to the public and college credit is available for student actors.
The second play in Cameron’s theatrical line up, “Whose Life Is It Anyway” by Brian Clark, features a protagonist at his acerbic best. See this novel play Thursday, Nov. 7, through Sunday, Nov.  21. 
The spring season returns March 2 - 5 with an adaptation of Studs TerKel’s Working by Stephen Schwartz and Nina Faso. This play is the story of 26 workers – including a parking lot attendant, corporate executive, newsboy, school teacher, housewife, fireman, waitress, sailor – singing and dancing about their jobs. The play attempts to define not only their daily routine, but their hopes and aspirations as well.

The university’s theatrical season concludes with Moliere’s classic comedy, “The Imaginary Invalid.” Moliere’s last play is a sparkling satire on the medical profession written, ironically, in the final days of the playwright’s life. The season finale takes place April 20 – 23 and 28 – 30, 2006.
Auditions for all Cameron productions are open to both Cameron students and members of the Lawton-Fort Sill community, said Scott Richard Klein, Chair of CU’s theatre department.
“Our continuing goal is to provide the public with quality entertainment, as well as be the best educational theatre in the Southwest,” Klein said.
Curtain times for this year’s CU productions are at 7:30 p.m., Thursdays through Saturdays, and 2 p.m.  Sundays. The department also offers weekday matinees for local public schools.
Season tickets are $30 for adults, a $15 savings compared to individual purchases for productions. Senior citizens, members of the military and students pay only $25, a $9 savings.
