The scholarship will be open to students who are sophomores or higher in classification and have a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) of 3.5.

The Graybills have a long, rich history with Cameron University. 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Distinguished Alumni Award.  Betty Graybill received her bachelor’s degree at the University of Iowa and took several classes at Cameron in 1978.  She is also a member of the Cameron Centennial Commission.
