July ‘celebrity walk’ to cross Cameron campus
President Cindy Ross is inviting the public to take a leisurely stroll across the campus of Cameron University and take a dip in the Fitness Center swimming pool next week.
The invitation is part of the July “Celebrity Walk” sponsored by the wellness committee of Turning Point of Lawton-Fort Sill, a local organization that focuses attention on health-related issues.
The walk will start at 7:30 p.m. on Thursday, July 15, in front of the CU Fitness Center, located at E Avenue and University Drive in Lawton.  Participants will take a 1.5 mile walking tour of the campus, returning to the Fitness Center for healthy snacks, drinks and a swim in the center’s pool.
The event is open to the public of all ages and there is no charge.
The Cameron “Celebrity Walk” is the third such event sponsored by Turning Point of Lawton-Fort Sill.  Celebrities for previous walks were new Lawton Mayor John Purcell and KSWO-TV reporter Jason Whitehorn.
Turning Point is a national initiative of the W.K. Kellogg and Robert Wood Johnson Foundations to strengthen public health, founded on the idea that diverse groups working together can better identify and influence the determinants of health.

The organization starts at the local level, building broad community support and participation in public health priority setting and action. Turning Point begins with what some would call “social capital,” engaging and linking affected people at the local level. 
Several Oklahoma communities have started local Turning Point programs, including Altus, Ardmore and Kingfisher. Lawton’s organization has been in existence only a short time, but has already focused on such community health issues as teen pregnancy, smoking and obesity.
Anyone planning to participate in the Cameron walk is encouraged to dress for the weather, wear comfortable shoes and bring a swimsuit.  The university will provide towels and a changing area at the Fitness Center.
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
