“On behalf of the entire Chesapeake team, it’s a privilege to assist Cameron students in their pursuit of a college degree,” McClendon said.  “The technology-focused business world of today is in great demand of young people possessing a higher education and Chesapeake has significant needs for such young people.  By providing scholarship assistance at Cameron and other colleges and universities across Oklahoma, we hope that Chesapeake can play a role in increasing the number of college graduates in Oklahoma and helping ensure those graduates can go on to productive careers in the future.”
Cameron has garnered 122 percent of its $600,000 goal for student scholarships, having raised or received pledges of $733,495 to date. This donation brings the total raised or pledged for overall Changing Lives campaign to 92 percent of the $8.5 million goal.
