Cameron University assistant professor’s work included in ‘60x60’ musical project 
Cameron University Assistant Professor Greg Hoepfner’s musical composition, Fibonacci, has been selected for inclusion in the Music BYTES “60x60: Midwest Composers” project, which showcases the best electroacoustic music. 
More than 450 compositions were submitted to Music BYTES by composers across the Midwestern region of the United States but only 60 were selected for this year's program.

"I am honored to be a part of this project,” Hoepfner said. “This was my first attempt at a total electro-acoustical piece, as well as my first attempt at entering a competition of this scale, so it is extremely rewarding to have been selected."

Pieces included in the "60x60" project are performed in succession without pause for the one-hour concert. The performance is played in conjunction with a synchronized analog clock to mark the passing of time. 
Each minute marks the beginning of a new composer’s work. Composers who have written works less than 60 seconds long are strategically and artistically placed within that minute; the rest of the minute is filled with silence until the next minute begins.

There are two concerts scheduled in conjunction with the "60X60: Midwest Composers" project. One will take place Oct. 21 at the Electronic Music Midwest Festival at Kansas City Kansas Community College (KCKCC).
