Financial aid disbursements set for CU students 

College students who will receive financial assistance from Cameron University for the Summer 2004 term may pick up loan and grant checks May 26-27, according to Caryn Pacheco, the institution’s financial assistance director. 
Checks will be disbursed on Wednesday, May 26, for graduate students and undergraduates who have completed at least 60 hours of coursework, and on Thursday, May 27, for those who have completed 59 or fewer hours.
The university will strictly adhere to this schedule in order to efficiently process the number of students involved. Those unable to be on campus at their designated times may pick up their checks after May 27. Checks will be disbursed at the cashier's station on the first floor of the Administration Building from 8 a.m. until noon and from 1-5 p.m.
Any Cameron student may apply for financial assistance. Eligibility is determined through a Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) which may be obtained 8 a.m. until 5 p.m. weekdays at Cameron's Financial Assistance Office, 301 North Shepler Tower, in Lawton.
Enrollment for the summer semester continues through May 28.  Classes begin June 1.
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
