Former Cameron student makes Triple Crown donation 
Cameron University is special to Lawton native Dr. Byron Aycock.  His partnership with the University dates back to his college days when he attended Cameron and received his associate’s degree in 1935.  While at Cameron, he was a member of Phi Theta Kappa, the male quartet and chorus, and sang a baritone solo at the 1935 Baccalaureate Service.  His late wife, their four children, two daughters-in-law and three grandchildren have also attended CU. 
Recently, Cameron University President Cindy Ross accepted a $3,000 gift from Aycock toward construction of the new Centennial Student Activities Complex as part of the Cameron University: Changing Lives campaign, demonstrating the retired medical doctor’s continued devotion to the University that helped kick-start his career.
“Cameron University is privileged to count Dr. Aycock as a champion and friend,” said Ross.  “His support of the Student Activities Complex is evidence of his commitment to Cameron University and Southwest Oklahoma.”

Aycock’s relationship with the University has continued since his graduation.  He is a member of Cameron's President's Partners and has donated funds to establish lectureships and furnish a biology lab in the Sciences Complex.  His donations have also contributed to other Cameron entities such as KCCU, the music department, Friends of Percussion and Cameron Athletics.

“I am a  longtime Lawtonian.  I was born here 91 years ago and have spent many wonderful years in the community,” Aycock said.  I am loyal to Cameron and am proud to offer my support.”
Contributions at the Triple Crown level allow donors to make a significant commitment to the campaign and spread the donation over a three-year period at a rate of $1,000 per year.  
The Student Activities Complex will provide students a central location to study, dine, interact and relax.  The facility will also house a 400-seat, divisible ballroom well suited for hosting campus and community events in Southwest Oklahoma.
Aycock retired after a 42-year career in medicine, but remains active in the Lawton-Fort Sill community. He has served on the boards of the Lawton Chamber of Commerce, Downtown Kiwanis, Museum of the Great Plains, Hospice, Lawton Philharmonic Orchestra, Southwest Oklahoma Opera Guild and as chairman of the administrative board of the First United Methodist Church where he was a member of the choir. 

This donation brings the total raised or pledged for construction of the complex to $5,959,046 or 92 percent of the $6.5 million goal.  
University officials plan to begin construction before or during Cameron’s centennial year, academic year 2008-2009. 
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
