Regents approve CU’s Plan 2013
Just one year away from its Centennial Observance, Cameron University is preparing for its second century of changing lives through education.  Today, The University of Oklahoma, Cameron University and Rogers State University Board of Regents approved Cameron’s second strategic plan, Plan 2013: Choices for the Second Century.  Cameron’s initial strategic plan, Plan 2008: Preparing for Cameron University’s Second Century, was put into place in 2003.  In June of 2007, the Plan 2008 Status Report was published, establishing a pattern of strategic planning.
“Plan 2008 provided critical guidance for the University’s growth and development for the current and the past four years, and Plan 2013 is an essential continuation in the strategic planning cycle which will continue to provide a firm foundation on which Cameron University will build for the future,” said CU President Cindy Ross.
During the academic year 2006-2007, campus wide meetings were held with students, faculty and staff for inputs on Plan 2013.  John Morris, Ph.D., Professor of English and Foreign Languages, lead the effort including providing multiple opportunities for campus input.  In addition, the plan was presented to Cameron’s Centennial Commission, an external advisory group, in the fall of 2007 for further review and inputs.  The final document reflects an ambitious vision for Cameron’s future shaped by this collaborative process.

“The theme of Plan 2013 is ‘Choices,’ with each goal reflecting Cameron’s desire to be the first choice for academics, college experience, location and partnerships in Southwest Oklahoma,” Ross said.  “The plan contains the energy and vision necessary to propel Cameron into another century with the goal of achieving excellence.”

The goals and objectives established in Plan 2013 set the standard for action plans to be developed by university departments and programs.  The primary emphasis for Cameron’s future is to maintain the momentum beyond the Centennial Year and to continue the unparalleled progress of the University established in recent years.
