Cameron University professor presents research at international convention 
Cameron University’s Dr. Abbas Johari recently presented his research at the Association for Educational Communications and Technology (AECT) International Convention in Chicago.

Johari, an associate professor of multimedia design, presented “Attribution, Self-efficacy and Self-determination: Theories in Project-based Learning,” which outlined his research work on graduate capstone courses. The research division of the conference has a 70-percent rejection rate, making Johari’s paper rank among the top 30 percent of submissions.

During the conference, Johari was asked to bestow the “Best Article of the Year Award” to the 2004 recipient.

He chairs CU’s research and curriculum committees, reviews manuscripts for Arizona State University's Current Issues in Education, and is a proposal reviewer for AECT. 
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
