Former Surgeon General of the United States will deliver final lecture in CU’s Festival VI
Cameron University will host former United States Surgeon General Dr. Joycelyn Elders, Professor of Pediatrics at the University of Arkansas School of Medicine, as part of the final month of the university’s year-long Festival VI: CU in Good Health celebration.

Elders will deliver her lecture, entitled “Health Care in the 21st Century,” at 8 p.m., Thursday, April 13, in the University Theatre. Funded by the McCasland Foundation, and supported by the Cameron University School of Liberal Arts, the Elders’ lecture is free and open to the public. A reception will be held following the lecture. 
Elders earned board certification as a pediatric endocrinologist in 1978, and nine years later she was appointed Director of the Arkansas Department of Health. While serving as director, she was elected the president of the Association of State and Territorial Health Officers. 

President Bill Clinton nominated Elders as Surgeon General of the U.S. Public Health Service in 1993 and she was confirmed by the Senate. Elders has won numerous awards, including the Arkansas Democrat's Woman of the Year, the National Governor's Association Distinguished Service Award, the American Medical Association's Dr. Nathan Davis Award, and the National Coalition of 100 Black Women's Candace Award for Health Science. 

Elders, who holds a Master of Science Degree in Biochemistry and is a physical therapist, is an expert on childhood sexual development and hormone-related childhood diseases. She has published numerous articles in scholarly journals and is the author of several books.
