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This program is offered at Cameron University 

through a cooperative agreement with East Central University.
This certification only program is designed for the graduate student planning to work in the field of school psychometry in educational settings.  The intent of the program is to prepare professional educators for positions as school psychometrists. Applicants must hold and maintain a valid standard teaching certificate in early childhood, elementary education, elementary/secondary, or secondary education and must have completed work in the teaching of reading and the teaching of mathematics.  Applicant must hold a master’s degree in one of the following areas: general psychology, special education, child psychology, educational psychology, counseling, or a related area.

East Central is offering a certification only program in school psychometry through a cooperative agreement with Cameron University.  Cameron University will offer three (3) of the courses required for the degree.  The remaining five (5) courses must be taken with ECU but may be taken on Cameron’s Lawton or Duncan campus, as available.  A list of course rotations is attached.

Students who are not currently certified by the Oklahoma State Department of Education can work on certification concurrently with this program.

Each student in the school psychometry certification option will be required to complete a professional portfolio and practicum hours.  The practicum hours are flexible and can be completed by individuals working full-time.  The class will meet monthly in Ada.
