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These programs are a collaborative venture between Cameron University (CU) and East Central University (ECU) in Ada, Oklahoma.
The degree will be from ECU.

Cameron does not offer these degrees, but by agreement, a certain number (varies by program) of hours must be taken at CU.

Students must be admitted to both universities’ graduate programs.

· Students enroll as non-degree seeking at CU.

Any students who are applying for school loans should do so through ECU.

Most courses are on Cameron’s campus in Lawton or in Duncan.

· Some are ITV or WEB courses.

· Students must travel to ECU two summers for the M.Ed. in Sports Administration.
· Students must travel to ECU for the practicum course for the school psychometrist certification program.
Students meet with Cameron’s graduate advisor to complete a plan of study that will be sent to ECU’s Graduate Office.

Students enroll in CU’s classes through Cameron’s graduate advisor.

Students enroll in ECU classes through ECU.

Psychometry is not a degree; it provides the coursework required for certification.
