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POSITION:  The purpose of the Oklahoma Primary Care Extension Program is to develop a sustainable county-based quality improvement (QI) support system for primary care practices modeled on Cooperative Extension in agriculture;

3) Help three other states (Arkansas, Colorado, and Oregon) develop similar systems.

Southwest Area Health Education Center (SwAHEC) is the regional coordinating center for southwest Oklahoma, and will employ staff to assist in the implementation of the Oklahoma Primary Care Extension Program. The Primary Care Extension Coordinator will serve as the regional facilitator.  In this capacity, the coordinator will channel information, training and materials from OHIET, the Department of Health, and the academic medical centers to the County Health Improvement Organizations (CHIOs), coordinate regional training events, recruit regional universities for participation in training practice facilitators, assist communities to establish CHIOs, as well as assisting on other tasks as assigned. 

MINIMUM QUALIFATIONS: The Primary Care Extension Coordinator will include:  a bachelors degree, or higher, in pre-med, public health, biology, chemistry, or a closely related health care discipline; abilities as a community organizer; willingness and ability to travel throughout the region, and to other in-state and out-of-state meetings and conferences; excellent writing skills; ability to give public presentations; ability to understand innovative research in primary medical care.

PREFERRED QUALIFICATIONS:  All of the above, plus a master’s degree in public health, or closely related field; experience in public health community organization.

SALARY:   Commensurate with experience and qualifications.  This position depends upon receipt of grant funding.
