Cameron extends enrollment hours

for convenience of part-time students
Several Cameron University offices will be open late next week to help part-time students enroll for the spring semester.

The admissions, registrar, financial assistance and One-Stop offices will extend their hours of operation an additional two hours on Monday, Jan. 10, and Tuesday, Jan. 11, to accept part-time students’ enrollments and account payments until 7 p.m. Part-time students may enroll in day or evening classes.

Dr. Larry Kruse, senior associate vice president for enrollment management at CU, said the extra hours were added to help part-time students who may not be able to enroll during regular business hours because of work obligations.
Kruse said part-time students wishing to enroll should report to North Shepler Room 227 to begin the process. From there, students will be guided to the appropriate office to complete the necessary steps.

Full-time students must complete their enrollment during regular business hours -- weekdays between 8 a.m. and 5 p.m. – in order to meet with their academic advisors. They may also make payments to their accounts during the same time frame.
