CU Scholarship to promote America’s Army
Cameron University President Cindy Ross announced the establishment of the Lawton-Fort Sill Chapter of the Association of the United States Army (AUSA) Scholarship today during a formal signing held at the Center for Emerging Technology and Entrepreneurial Studies (CETES) on CU’s main campus.
