CU changes email systems for students 
Cameron University students will have a new, easier to use, email system starting this month. 

The new system will replace the current Linux-based email with a Windows service called Microsoft Exchange, using the Microsoft Outlook email software. 

“Outlook is more user friendly and offers a variety of services the old system does not have,” said Sue Ellen Wilson, Help Desk Coordinator in Information Technology Services. “I believe the students will truly like this new system.”
Students will enjoy a personal calendar, faster access to their contact list, and extra folders to store email in. Students will also be able to store their email on the server resulting in no lost email. 

The current “wolverine” addresses used for students will be discarded after the new system is in place. However, emails sent to a student’s “wolverine” address will be automatically forwarded to the new address. The new system will require students to use their new address to receive email. The login process will remain the same.
