CU archivist voted President-Elect of OCC, named to Oklahoma Historical Records Advisory Board
Only a few months into the Spring 2006 semester and Jeanne Gaunce knows its been a historic time for her. And Gaunce knows a little something about history.
Gaunce, Cameron University’s University Archivist and Reference Librarian, was voted President-Elect for the Oklahoma Conservation Congress (OCC) early in the semester, and then in February she was appointed to the Oklahoma Historical Records Advisory Board (OHRAB).
“It’s been an absolutely thrilling semester,” Gaunce said. “I am honored to have been elected by my peers to serve as President-Elect of OCC, and I’m equally as privileged to be appointed to the Oklahoma Historical Records Advisory Board.” 

The OCC is an organization dedicated to the conservation and preservation of history in all its forms. With membership derived from a vast array of historical societies, museums, universities, and libraries in Oklahoma, the OCC holds workshops and clinics for organizations on preservation techniques. 

Gaunce explained that the OCC serves as an educational tool for organizations that wish to preserve materials that hold historical meaning to them. She has been a member of the OCC for three years and is looking forward to serving. 

Gaunce, who is one of only seven certified archivists in the state, will serve as OCC President during the academic year, 2007-2008, which is also Cameron’s centennial year.

“I am especially excited to be President during our centennial celebration,” Gaunce said. “This is a historic time for Cameron and Oklahoma.  I’m proud to lead an organization dedicated to preserving history in our state.” 

During her tenure as OCC President, Gaunce will work closely with organizations like historical societies, libraries, and museums. In 2007, the Society of Southwest Archivists (SSA), which derives its membership from the several states surrounding Oklahoma, will hold its meeting in Oklahoma. Gaunce and the OCC will work with SSA to ensure a successful meeting.
Gaunce’s selection to the OHRAB was a gubernatorial appointment. She is replacing another member and will serve until May 2007, at which time she may apply for reappointment. OHRAB is dedicated to preserving Oklahoma’s historical records. 

“I’m thankful to Cameron and to all those at the state level for this outpouring of the opportunities,” Gaunce said. “It’s just been a banner semester for me professionally and personally.”
