Cameron to host multimedia, art camps
Cameron University’s Multimedia Design Department will host a Multimedia Summer Youth Camp in coordination with the annual CU Art Summer Youth Camps.  This first-ever Multimedia camp, for students age 13-18, will consist of two one-week afternoon sessions, June 4-7 and June 11-14.  
Students will create computer generated graphics, manipulate a digital photo in Adobe Photoshop, learn basic Flash animations and create a simple voice-over in the sound room.  The last day of the workshop each student will use what they created to make a finished animation in Flash.

The Cameron University Department of Art will also host a pair of summer workshops designed to provide students an opportunity to experience art. 

“Creative Expressions” will help students (ages 6-13) to explore their creative expression through visual art, while the “Omega Workshop Summer Arts Institute” will provide older students (ages 14–18) with an opportunity to learn art in a variety of studio workshops under the direction of professional artists.

“Creative Expressions” will be divided into four two-week sessions and will be presented from 8:30 a.m. to noon four days a week. Participants attend five, 40-minute art classes daily with topics ranging from drawing and mixed media to crafts and digital art. The dates for the “Creative Expressions” include:

Session II: June 18–21 and June 25–28 (Monday – Thursday)

The fee to attend “Creative Expressions” is $125 per session. A 20 percent discount will be given for additional children from the same family.  All art materials will be provided.  
Students who participate in the “Omega Workshop Summer Arts Institute” will have the opportunity to work under the direction of professional artists. 
The program is organized in two sessions. In Session I, students will attend class each Friday morning from 9 a.m. to noon June 8, 15 and 22. The participants will learn traditional drawing techniques with graphite, conte and charcoal media. 

In Session II, which will be held June 29, July 6 and 13, students will learn to create digital imagery using a variety of software and Wachom electronic drawing tablets. 
Each “Omega Workshop Summer Arts Institute” session costs $30, for a total of $60 for both sessions I and II.
