The McMahon Foundation’s gift will fund 75 scholarships in six areas of student learning for the 2006-2007 academic year. In total, The McMahon Foundation has given $2,338,830 for scholarships since 1963.
“The McMahon Foundation has changed the lives of countless Cameron University students through their continued support,” said CU President Cindy Ross. “This gift will directly impact student learning, providing another generation of students an opportunity to improve their future.”
The McMahon donation will be dedicated to the Presidential Leaders University Scholars (PLUS) Program scholarships ($20,000), music scholarships ($26,000), art scholarships ($13,000), theater arts scholarships ($13,000), communication scholarships ($13,000) and athlete 5th year degree completion scholarships ($15,000). 

One of the primary focuses of The McMahan Foundation funding for scholarships has been the PLUS Program. Each fall, 25 freshmen are selected to receive PLUS scholarships based on a competitive resume, essay, and interview process. 
“I would not be able to earn a college education without the PLUS scholarship,” said Elizabeth Yocham, a junior journalism major from Crescent. “This scholarship has afforded me an opportunity that has undoubtedly changed my life.”
