Early enrollment will begin on Tuesday, Oct. 25, for graduate students and seniors; Wednesday, Oct 26, for juniors; Thursday, Oct. 27, for sophomores; and Friday, Oct. 28, for freshmen. 
Copies of the schedule can be obtained at departmental offices or at the CU Admissions Office, located on the second floor of North Shepler Tower on CU’s main campus in Lawton.

“I strongly urge all students applying for veterans’ benefits to use the week before enrollment opens to visit with their academic advisors and make a tentative plan for what courses they would like to take during the upcoming semester,” said Vicki Henson, coordinator of CU-VA office. “Students can not enroll early if they have any outstanding holds on their university account, so I encourage them take any needed action to clear up any holds as soon as possible.” 
Henson added that students seeking continuous coverage of the VA benefits or are initiating the process for the first time should attempt to enroll by Friday, Oct. 31 and then provide the CU-VA office with a copy of their enrollment schedule.

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Students receiving VA reimbursement should only enroll in required courses for their VA educational plan. Henson said students should also attempt to avoid making multiple changes to their schedules, because it will cause delays in processing their benefits. 
The CU-VA office does not issue educational checks and does not it work for Veterans Affairs, so the office can not guarantee students will not experience a short break in pay. 
“Those who wait to enroll until later in the semester should plan on having a break in pay,” Henson said. “However, the VA will reimburse any amount owed once the student’s certification has been processed.”
