The CU jazz ensemble’s performance will be followed by concerts featuring the Iowa Park High School Jazz ensemble from 2-2:45 p.m., the Midwestern State University Jazz Ensemble from 3-3:45 p.m. and the University of Central Oklahoma Jazz Combo from 4-4:45 p.m. 
Sponsored by the CU School of Liberal Arts and the Cameron University Foundation, the day performances are offered free as part of the festival and are open to the public. 

Culminating the day’s activities will be an evening concert featuring the Glenn Miller Orchestra at McMahon Memorial Auditorium, 801 NW Ferris Avenue in Lawton. The band will hold an open sound check from 5-6 p.m. and then perform from 7-9 p.m. 
"Glenn Miller's music can evoke warm waves of nostalgia and that special sound has been an international phenomenon for more than half a century,” said Michael Leal, program director for KCCU-FM, which is sponsoring the performance. “And when it is played by brilliant young musicians under the direction of a master leader, it reconfirms that Miller's music has no time limitations.”
