The centerpiece of the Changing Lives campaign, the Student Activities Complex will provide studen5s a central location to study, dine, interact and relax, while also serving the community.  The complex will house a 400-seat, divisible ballroom well-suited for hosting community events in Southwest Oklahoma.

This donation brings the total raised for construction of the student complex to $5,748,500 or 88.4% of the $6.5 million goal.
