KCCU receives grant to continue support of non-profit organizations; sets new goal 
Cameron University’s public radio station, KCCU, was one of 11 local non-profit organizations in Wichita Falls to receive checks from the Alcoa Foundation/Howmet Castings for its community focused programs. Grants ranged in amount from $1,000 to over $12,000.

Norman said KCCU’s goal in 2006 is to increase the number of non-profits supported in Wichita Falls by at least 25 organizations and increase the total donation of air time to more than $300,000.
