The cafeteria will serve breakfast on weekdays from 7 – 9:30 a.m., lunch on weekdays from 11:30 a.m. – 1:30 p.m. and dinner on weekdays from 5 – 6:30 p.m.  The cafeteria’s weekend hours include brunch from 10:30 a.m. – 1 p.m. and dinner from 5 – 6:30 p.m.  Campus Brew is open Sunday from 4 – 9 p.m., Monday – Thursday from 7:30 a.m. – 9 p.m. and Friday from 7:30 a.m. – 3 p.m.
Students may also dine weekdays at the Student Union which offers pizza, fast food and “grab and go” options from 7 a.m. – 2:30 p.m.

“Cameron University is sensitive to the needs of our students,” said Jennifer Holland, Dean of Student Services.  “The opening of Moody Blue Grill in combination with the other food service venues ensures all Cameron students can find eating options to suit their schedules.”

Full-time students wishing to enroll for the fall semester may do so by appointment with an advisor. Part-time students are encouraged to visit with a faculty advisor before enrolling and may enroll at the enrollment desk, located on the second floor of North Shepler.
