New Cameron course explores world music

Curious about Tibetan Buddhist chant?  Ever wondered about Cajun or Zydeco music?  Have you experienced the music of a Mariachi band or been curious about the Balinese Gamelan?  A new general education course to be offered at Cameron University this spring will explore music from around the world as it relates to culture.  
“World Music in Culture” (Music 1033, Section 2115) will investigate the relationships between music and dance, music and identity, music and migration, and music and memory.  Even politics has a place in this course in the discussion of the musics of power and resistance, according to CU assistant music professor Kirsten Underwood, who will teach the course.  
The class will meet on Tuesdays and Thursdays from 9:30-10:45 a.m. in Haggar Hall 143 and will use the text, Soundscapes: Exploring Music in a Changing World.
Enrollment for this course – and all other Cameron University courses for the spring semester – continues through Monday, Jan. 19.  
Students may enroll weekdays from 8 a.m. until 5 p.m. They may prefer to take advantage of a special enrollment period planned for 10 a.m. until 1 p.m. on Saturday, Jan. 10, in North Shepler 227 on Cameron’s main campus in Lawton.  Admissions, financial aid, registrar, faculty advisement, educational outreach and

graduate offices will be open, as will be the CU Bookstore.
