Cameron University students can go ‘wi-fi’

Thanks to the work of Cameron University’s Information Technology Services staff, students coming to campus this fall now have wireless Internet capability literally at their fingertips in the Clarence Davis Student Union. This new wireless capability provides them the option to roam freely around the building – or even onto outdoor patio areas while remaining connected to the Internet on their laptops.  
Other wireless hot spots include the bench area and east entrance to Nance-Boyer Hall and the east bench area by the CU Library.  
Just two years ago, wi-fi – short for "wireless fidelity" – was strictly the province of forward-thinking corporations and techheads who yearned to throw off the shackles of a wall connection and operate their laptops from every corner of their homes. A short-range network allows users to access the Internet without cords and cables. The past few months have seen a proliferation of university usage and commercial "hot spots," or businesses offering wi-fi to customers. 
Wi-fi makes work, study and online playtime more portable, giving students flexibility in doing research and homework, or just plain relaxation between classes. 
 

The network is available for use by faculty, staff, students and guests, but individuals are responsible for purchasing and installing their own wireless network card for their laptop or personal digital assistant.
