Cameron University students host blood drive

Cameron University and the Oklahoma Blood Institute (OBI) are working together next week to help save the lives of Oklahomans.
A blood drive will be held from 9 a.m.-1:30 p.m. on Wednesday, Nov. 10, in the reading room of the Clarence L. Davis Memorial Student Union. Cameron and OBI are counting on students, staff, faculty and the community to rally together to donate for the upcoming holiday season.
“With the holidays rapidly approaching this is a critical time for the blood supply. Families will be traveling and busy with holiday activities,” said OBI President Dr. Ronald O. Filcher. “Donating blood isn’t on the forefront of people’s mind, which means not as many donors available and an increased need for blood.”
Donors will receive a free T-shirt and get a free check on temperature, blood pressure, pulse, and iron and cholesterol levels. Written cholesterol test results will be mailed to each donor and can be accessed online at www.obi.org/. Donors are also encouraged to join the blood institute’s new donor loyalty program, “Members for Life,” in which donors accumulate points each time they donate. Point can be redeemed to purchase such items as clothing, specialty products and health screenings.
As a statewide, not-for-profit blood center, the Oklahoma Blood Institute maintains blood centers in Lawton, Ardmore, Ada, Edmond, Enid, Norman, Oklahoma City, Ponca City and Tulsa. OBI is responsible for the blood supply to more than 100 hospitals across the state.
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Organizers emphasized that the drive is not restricted to the campus community; any eligible donor in Lawton or Comanche County is encouraged to participate.
