The Cameron University Department of Art will host a pair of summer workshops designed to provide students an opportunity to experience art. 
“Creative Expressions 2006” will help students (ages 6-13) to explore their creative expression through visual art, while the “Omega Workshop Summer Arts Institute 2006” will provide older students (ages 14–18) with an opportunity to learn art in a variety of studio workshops under the direction of professional artists.

“Creative Expressions 2006 and the Omega Workshop Summer Arts Institute are tremendous opportunities for area students,” said Edna McMillan coordinator for both programs and chair of CU’s department of art. “The younger students will be able to learn art in a fun, relaxed environment, while the older students will delve deeper into their artistic expression.”

Students who participate in the “Omega Workshop Summer Arts Institute 2006” will have the opportunity to work under the direction of professional artists. 
“Each workshop is specifically designed to increase student’s perceptual observation skills through various drawing techniques with traditional media and computer technology,” McMillan said.  
The program is organized in two sessions. In Session I, students will attend class each Friday morning from 9 a.m. to noon throughout the month of June. The participants will learn traditional drawing techniques with graphite, conte and charcoal media. The Session I fee is $30. 
In Session II, which will be held July 7, 14 and 21, students will learn to create digital imagery using a variety of software and Wachom electronic drawing tablets. The fee for Session II is $25.
