Cameron University receives first Pillar of Support donation for student complex
Cameron University officials formally accepted a $30,000 gift from Dan and Diane Mullins during a ceremony today in the McMahon Center Library on Cameron’s main campus.
The gift represents the first Pillar of Support donation for the construction of the new Student Activities Complex as part of the Cameron University: Changing Lives campaign.  

“We are grateful to Dan and Diane Mullins for stepping forward to become the first Pillar of Support for the Student Activities Complex,” said President Cindy Ross.  “The complex will forever transform student life on campus and the Mullins’ gift represents a significant step in making this complex possible.”

The $6.5 million Student Activities Complex, the centerpiece of the Changing Lives campaign, will provide students a central location to study, dine, interact and relax, while also serving the community.  The complex will house a 400-seat, divisible ballroom well suited for hosting community events in Southwest Oklahoma.  

Contributions at the Pillar of Support level allow donors to make a significant commitment to the campaign and spread the payment of the donation over a three-year period at a rate of $10,000 per year.  

“This is a good opportunity for us to continue our financial commitment to Cameron,” said Dan Mullins of the contribution by him and his wife Diane.  “Cameron is a vital entity not only in terms of higher education, but also economic development and many other aspects of our community.”
