Cameron University’s Southwest Area Health Education Center (Southwest AHEC) will partner with the Oklahoma State University Health & Science Center in Tulsa to present disaster preparedness training on “Mass Casualty & Blast Trauma/Crush Syndrome.” 
The videocast will take place at 4 p.m. Monday, Feb. 7, in South Shepler 407 at CU’s Shepler Center in Lawton. 
The lecture will consist of a two-hour module presented by Dr. Arthur Wallace, director of the Tulsa Regional Medical Center Emergency Department. During the session, Wallace will explore the minutes and hours following an explosion or disaster in which survivors may be trapped under fallen debris. Case studies from the Oklahoma City bombing and the World Trade Center terrorist attack will be presented.  

Monday’s lecture is one in a series of lectures hosted by Southwest AHEC during the Spring 2005 semester. The series of lectures are being conducted to provide health care professionals and first responders relevant and accessible training to meet the threat of bioterrorism and other hazardous events.
