Board of Regents approves housing rates 

for Cameron’s new student living center
For the past five months, Cameron University students and faculty have eagerly watched the CU Village residential complex spring to life on the southeast edge of campus. 

The new, state-of-the-art facility will offer current and incoming Cameron students a 21st-century living experience, complete with apartment-style living, recreational areas and a learning center, when it opens for occupancy in the Fall 2005. 
The Board of Regents for the University of Oklahoma, Cameron University and Rogers State University approved housing rates for the CU Village at its monthly meeting today in Oklahoma City. 

Rental of a four-bedroom, two-bath apartment will be $450 monthly for each student signing a nine-month lease. The same size apartment will cost $65 less – $385 per month – for a student signing a twelve-month lease. 

For students who opt for a two-bedroom, one-bath unit, the rate will be $525 per month for each student with a nine-month lease and, again, there will be a $65 savings with a 12-month lease as the price drops to $460 per month. 
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“These prices are very competitive when compared to the local market,” said Glen Pinkston, Cameron’s 

vice president for business and finance. “Students and parents should know these amounts include not just rent but all utilities, including local phone service, internet and cable television. Plus, these units have an advanced key-card security system. It would be virtually impossible to find an apartment of equal quality and with as many amenities for the prices that have been set.” 

Cameron Village consists of three residential buildings and a learning center – the newly named McMahon Center. The complex will provide Cameron with apartment-style units – totaling 240 beds – for the first time in the university’s 97-year history. One building will consist of 24 two-bedroom, one-bath units (48 beds), while the other two buildings will hold 48 four-bedroom, two bath units (192 beds). 

Cameron Village will offer students equal opportunities for camaraderie and privacy. The McMahon Center will have several unique areas dedicated to student recreation. These areas will be equipped with televisions, ping-pong and pool tables, and games. 

The courtyard formed by the three residential buildings and the McMahon Center will also be a haven of activity, featuring an outdoor fire place, several arbors and a beach volleyball pit. However if a student is looking for the perfect place to study, each bedroom has traditional key locks to ensure absolute solitude.  
Cameron Village is currently under construction on the east side of University Drive, directly east of the CU Sciences Complex and is scheduled to open in time for the Fall 2005 semester.
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
