Time running out for new CU freshmen

to register for upcoming enrollment clinics

Only three more enrollment clinics remain for new Cameron University freshmen, administrators said today. New students are encouraged to sign-up as soon as possible for any of the remaining dates: Wednesday, July 28; Saturday, Aug. 7, or Thursday. Aug. 19.
“It’s a real advantage for freshmen to enroll before the selection of classes and class times narrows as we get closer to the start of school,” said Cameron admissions director Zoe Durant. “Participating in an enrollment clinic is particularly useful to students who may be working part-time and need to schedule their classes within a specific time frame.”

During each clinic, incoming freshmen learn the realities of academic life from current Cameron students, including time management skills, financial responsibility and successfully integrating social and academic activities. CU “Aggie Ambassadors” conduct portions of the program, sharing their experiences in adapting to college life.  In the afternoon, students meet with their academic advisors and enroll in classes for the fall.
Each enrollment clinic includes a special “orientation for parents” from 1-2 p.m. During these sessions members of CU’s enrollment management staff visit with parents about issues they will encounter with their college students and how the university partners with parents to assure student success.
