Cameron ROTC hosts field training exercise
Cameron University ROTC cadets, along with cadets from University of Texas Arlington, Texas Christian University, Tarleton State University, and Texas Tech University, will participate in a Joint Field Training Exercise (JFTX) this week at Fort Sill, in preparation for the annual Warrior Forge event.

The JFTX will begin off at 2 p.m. Thursday when a CH-47D (Chinook) helicopter from the Oklahoma Army National Guard will land at Cameron University to provide a static display and airlift support for the Cameron University and Texas Tech Cadets. 
The helicopter will land north of the softball field and take Cameron University and Texas Tech cadets to a training site on Fort Sill. There the cadets will complete the preparation of the site in anticipation of the other three universities arrival on Friday. Members of the media are welcome to photograph and interview cadets from 2 p.m. to 3 p.m., Thursday at the helicopter land site. 
On Friday, Cameron University and Texas Tech cadets will begin Map Reading and Land Navigation classes.  TCU, UTA, and TTU cadets will arrive, in process and begin training.  The junior cadets will spend the day performing Day Land Navigation, followed by Night Land Navigation. During the afternoon, freshman and sophomore cadets will participate in Fort Sill’s fire power display.

Junior cadets will begin squad training exercise (STX) on Saturday. The STX consists of 10 tactical lanes or scenarios designed to challenge and develop the cadets’ leadership abilities.  Each cadet will perform in a leadership role and be evaluated on their performance. 
Freshman and sophomore will train on the Treadwell Towers and combat obstacle course.
