Delta Mu Delta set to induct new members
The Omicron Delta Chapter of Delta Mu Delta at Cameron University will have its annual induction ceremony at 6 p.m. Tuesday, March 29, in the Shepler Center Mezzanine.  
The Omicron Delta Chapter was established at Cameron in 2001. Since then, 160 members have been inducted.

“The purposes of Delta Mu Delta are to promote higher scholarship in training for business and to recognize and reward scholastic achievement in business subjects,” said Greg Treadwell, a business instructor at CU and the chapter’s faculty advisor.   

This year the membership voted to extent 70 personal invitations to students who have completed at least half of their undergraduate business program and are in the upper 20 percent of business students with at least a 3.25 grade point average.  
This year’s induction ceremony speakers will be Dr. John Courington, chair of the CU School of Business and Lawton Mayor John Purcell Jr.  Friends, relatives, and faculty are invited to attend the ceremony.
Delta Mu Delta was founded as a national organization in 1913 when five professors in the school of commerce, finance and accounts at New York University, who believed that recognition should be given to outstanding students of business administration subjects, founded the first chapter.  
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The organization was incorporated in 1952 and in 1963 was admitted as a member of the Association of College Honor Societies (ACHS). In 1992 the society established an affiliation with the Association of Collegiate Business Schools and Programs (ACBSP), whereby future chapter establishment occurs only at colleges and universities with business programs accredited by the ACBSP at the baccalaureate/graduate level. 
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
