We have enumerated specific CU courses and their WOSC equivalents to assist WOSC students wishing to enroll at Cameron.” 
“Providing students a smooth transition to the four-year university is an essential part of our mission,” said Randy Cumby, WOSC President. “This articulation agreement with Cameron University provides WOSC’s graduates an excellent opportunity in the field of education.”

The partnership will enhance the transition between WOSC’s Associate in Arts/Early Childhood degree and the Bachelor of Science in Early Childhood Education degree program at Cameron, as well as WOSC’s Associate in Arts/Pre-Education or Liberal Arts degree and the Bachelor of Science in Elementary Education degree program at Cameron.
