CU to offer charcoal art workshop in Duncan

The Cameron University Department of Art, in conjunction with the Simmons Center in Duncan, will offer a two-day workshop on basic and advanced techniques in charcoal drawing.
The workshop, to be held July 16-17 in the Redbud Room of the Simmons Center, 800 Chisholm Trail Parkway, will be taught by Cameron art professor Katherine Liontas-Warren.
The workshop will cover drawing techniques in proportion, value and composition and will focus on developing strong perceptual and observational skills in both landscapes and still life. 
“Each component will emphasize the importance of learning to visualize, while developing strong drawing techniques with the use of charcoal,” said art department chair Edna McMillan. “This workshop will be a rewarding experience for anyone who is serious about learning how to turn a gesture drawing into a fully developed landscape or still life.”
Warren, a member of the CU art faculty since 1984, instructs classes in all types of drawing and printmaking and has led workshops at many venues, including the Oklahoma Arts Institute at Lake Altus.  Her work has been featured in more than a dozen solo shows and in approximately 170 regional and national competitive exhibitions in the U.S. and Europe.
