CU professor prepares for faculty recital  
Cameron University Professor and pianist Hyunsoon Whang will perform a solo piano recital at 8 p.m. Thursday, Oct. 6, in the University Theatre.

Entitled The Three Bs and More, the program features music of Bach, Beethoven and Brahms, as well as Debussy and Liszt. The program opens with Busoni’s arrangement of the famous chorale-prelude Sleepers Awake by Bach. This is followed by Beethoven’s Piano Sonata No. 13.

“This is one of the most original sonatas,” Whang said. “This sonata points toward the dramatic shift in compositional direction taken during Beethoven’s middle years.”

The first half of the program concludes with Brahms’ Four Piano Pieces, Op. 119.

The second half of the program begins with Debussy’s suite Estampes, a set of three contrasting impressions which concludes with the well known Gardens in the Rain. Several works of Liszt bring the program to a close, including a set of two concert etudes (Forest Murmurs and Dance of the Gnomes), followed by the Hungarian Rhapsody No. 15 which incorporates the rousing Rácókzy March.

“I am very excited to perform the pieces in this faculty recital,” Whang said. “The selections offer the audience a variety of musical experiences while still maintaining a powerful central theme.”
Whang received her training from the North Carolina School of the Arts, the St. Louis Conservatory of Music, the Juilliard School, and holds a doctorate from Indiana University in Bloomington.
