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CU’s International Club, which is open to all students who want to experience international cultures, was named Student Club of the Year last spring. The club’s mission is to encourage and achieve greater appreciation of different cultures. Members of the club make presentations about their country’s heritage and culture throughout the academic year.
This fall, CU welcomes approximately 250 students from 45 different countries, compared to the 1998 international enrollment of just 13 students. Thanks to CU’s active recruiting program in the Caribbean, the university’s student population from that region continues to grow, with students from island nations including St. Kitts and Nevis, Dominica, St. Lucia, Jamaica, Grenada and the Bahamas. Nepal, home of Mount Everest, and Nigeria, where the official language is English, are also well represented on the CU campus.  
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
