The PDS will be awarded to an incoming freshman student, who participates in the Cameron’s newly-developed Honors Program. The scholarship may be renewed for up to four years.
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Cameron’s first PDS will be funded through the earnings from a permanent endowment established using the proceeds from the event. A contribution of $25,000 or more is required to establish a President’s Distinguished Scholarship. Cameron far exceeded that total because of the overwhelming response to the leadership forum.
