“This is a landmark event in the 98-year history of Cameron University,” said CU President Cindy Ross. “Since the first students moved in this fall, Cameron Village has become the focal point of student life on campus. The entire Cameron community is proud of this outstanding facility, and I invite everyone to come and celebrate as we premiere Cameron Village.” 
The short ceremony will feature brief remarks by Ross, Christy Everest, Chairman of the University of Oklahoma, Cameron University and Rogers State University Board of Regents, Dr. Charles Graybill, Chairman of the McMahon Foundation, Chancellor Paul Risser, and Cameron student and speech and debate standout Zach Fort. 

The ceremony will be capped by a grand fireworks finale and a community reception, which will be held in the McMahon Center’s great room.

Following the premiere ceremony, Cameron students will be treated to pizza and a movie under the stars in the Cameron Village courtyard. Charlie and the Chocolate Factory (2005) will be the featured film, and CU students attending the movie will receive their own golden ticket, which can be redeemed at Carmike Cinemas for free admission to a movie, as well as popcorn and a drink.
“Between the fireworks, the community reception, and the student movie under the stars, this will be an exciting evening for all who attend,” Ross said. 

Parking for the Cameron Village Premiere will be available directly north of Cameron Village, as well as in front of the Library. Additional parking is available at Cameron Baptist Church, 2621 SW C Ave., Cameron Campus Ministry, 500 SW 27th Street, and the Baptist Student Union, 2614 SW E Ave. 

Cameron Village was constructed across from the Sciences Complex on the south end of CU’s campus. The complex consists of six residential buildings and the McMahon Center. The facility houses 72 apartment-style units – totaling 240 beds – and comes in two and four bedroom apartments.

This 9,000-square-foot McMahon Center fronts Cameron Village on the west and features a seminar room, computer lab, classroom and library. There is a special commons area complete with big-screen television, a pool table and game centers, allowing students to socialize in a comfortable, entertaining setting. 

The McMahon Center was made possible by $1.25 million gift from the McMahon Foundation. The gift is the largest cash donation in the university’s history. 

“I know our guests will be impressed with the one-of-a-kind learning center, named in honor of the McMahon Foundation,” Ross said. “Cameron is offering a beautiful student learning and social facility unique among its peer universities.” 

The courtyard formed by the three residential buildings and the McMahon Center features an outdoor fire place, grills, an arbor and a beach volleyball pit. 
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
