The Oak Ridge Boys bring one of the most distinctive and recognizable sounds in the music industry to the CU stage. Their four-part harmonies and upbeat songs have spawned dozens of country and pop hits including “Elvira,” “American Made”, “Bobbie Sue,” “Gonna Take A Lot Of River,” and “Thank God For Kids.”  

The celebration will be capped by a dazzling fireworks display.
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Admission to Cameron University’s Centennial Celebration Kick-Off is free; however, a ticket is required for admission into the stadium.
