Cameron University’s intersession courses allow students to earn credit between semesters
Enrollment for Cameron University’s May intersession courses will close at 5 p.m. on Friday, May 6. 
Intersession courses, which begin May 9 and end May 27, allow students to earn three credit hours per class in just three weeks. Each intersession course will run about three hours each day at a variety of times.  

“There are several advantages to taking intersession courses,” said Dr. Larry Kruse, vice president for student services at Cameron. “For those students who need to replace a class they dropped during the last year, this is a great opportunity for them to catch up. These classes also give students a chance to get ahead in their quest for degrees.”

The six intersession classes being offered this month include: Linguistics (Conversational Spanish for Professionals), Music Appreciation, Media and Technology in Education, Development Psychology, Lifespan Human Growth and Development, and Adolescent Drug Addiction.

Full-time students wishing to enroll in intersession courses must see their faculty advisor. Part-time students can enroll between 8 a.m. and 5 p.m. weekdays at the office of the registrar, located on the second floor of North Shepler Tower on CU’s main campus in Lawton.  
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
