Anne Morris was born in Frackville, Pa. in 1926.  She grew up in Lackawana, N.Y., and graduated from Lackawana High School in l944.  She married Bobby J. in 1948.  Two years later, they moved to Lawton where they raised five children.  Anne worked as a stenographer for the U.S. Navy Department and then as 
a nurse in Lawton and Hobart.  
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She volunteered as a Sunday school teacher and delivered meals through the Meals On Wheels program.  Bobby J. Morris said Cameron University was a natural choice because he and his son, Robert, graduated from Cameron.
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
