The civic chorale and community band have been rehearsing each Sunday since mid-January 16 in preparation for the combined concert. 
The community band will perform the following selections: Sousa’s “Dauntless Battalion;” J. S. Bach’s “My Heart is Filled With Longing,” arranged by Alfred Reed; “Among the Clouds” by Brian Balmages; Bizet’s “Farandole,” arranged by Jay Bocook; Harold Walters’ “Instant Concert;” “Big Band Signatures,” arranged by John Higgins; Irving Berlin’s “God Bless America” and “Stars and Stripes Forever” by Sousa. 

The Cameron University/Lawton Civic Chorale’s portion of the program will feature compositions by Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart, including his “Laudate Dominum” and his “Regina Coeli.” The soprano soloist on “Laudate Dominum” will be Vicki Hogan, choral director at Eisenhower High School. Soloists on the double quartet in “Regina Coeli” include: Susan Schlecht, Cheri Wagner, Jeanette Price, Amanda Underwood, David Duncan, Clarence Price, Peter Burke and Chris Nammour. The piano accompanist for chorale is Kathryn Hickman. 
Both the civic chorale and the community band will combine to perform Dean Sorenson’s arrangement of the American Folk tune “Shenandoah.” Lambert said this will be the Oklahoma premier of this particular arrangement, which was composed in 2004.   
Nearly 100 musicians make up the combined Cameron/Lawton community band and civic chorale. Besides numerous members from the Lawton-Fort Sill area, several musicians have traveled from the surrounding cities to participate, including Duncan, Elgin and Cache.
