Cameron’s campus beautification project brings new life to university’s landscape 
Cameron University’s campus is springing to life – literally. 
As part of implementing Cameron’s new campus Master Plan, more than 100 trees have been planted throughout the university grounds since November 2005. 
“The beautification effort not only enhances Cameron’s collegiate atmosphere, it also reinforces CU’s dedication to providing a quality environment for its students,” said Glen Pinkston, Vice President for Business and Finance.
A variety of 2.5- and 3-inch caliber trees have been transplanted from area Oklahoma nurseries to locations across campus. The bulk of the trees have been planted north of Cameron Village, around the Sciences Complex and along the perimeter of the campus with a special focus placed on CU’s north edge along Gore Blvd. 

“As we come to the end of the transplanting season, we can see the remarkable improvements in the look of the campus,” said Harold Robinson, Director of Physical Facilities. “The trees are in fully leafed, and it is obvious they are a tremendous addition to the campus. Physical Facilities has received numerous compliments on the new trees.” 

Robinson said Redbuds were used primarily on the interior landscapes, while the majority of the campus perimeter along Gore Blvd. was lined with Shurmard Red Oaks. Chinese Pistaches and Allee Elms were also planted across campus.
