Cameron University Percussion Ensemble set for landmark performance this month
When the Cameron University Percussion Ensemble (CUPE) takes the stage for its Spring 2006 concert, it will mark the 60th consecutive semester that ensemble conductor James Lambert’s percussion students have been featured in a campus concert.
“This is a very special concert for my percussion students and me,” said Lambert, D.M.A.., who began teaching percussion and music theory at Cameron in 1976. “It’s rewarding to look back over the past three decades and see all the percussion students who have performed on a Cameron University stage. I feel very humbled and blessed.” 
The Cameron University Percussion Ensemble will perform its Spring 2006 concert at 8 p.m. Tuesday, March 28, at the Cameron University Theatre, located at University and A Avenue on CU’s main campus in Lawton. The public is invited to the concert and admission is free. 
Guest performers to this semester’s special concert will be timpanist/marimbist/composer Christopher Deane, D.M.A., from the University of North Texas and 1980 Cameron University alum Scott Deal, D.M.A., currently professor of percussion at the University of Alaska-Fairbanks. Both Deane and Deal’s performances are sponsored by the Cameron University Lectures and Concerts 2005-06 series.  
“We are very fortunate to have these two outstanding musicians join us for this semester’s concert,” Lambert said. “They are both tremendously talented percussionists, and we’re honored to host them.”

Percussion Ensemble, ADD ONE
The Spring 2006 Cameron University Percussion Ensemble includes Cameron student percussion majors and non-percussion majors. Current members of CUPE include Tim Narofsky of Altus, Ryan John from Bahrain, Gareth Jester of Cache, and Tony Bertram, Chris Corral, Jason Dozier, Grant Johnson, Jarrod LaRoche, Broderick Maddox, Danny Morris, Klay Reece, Jeremy Toombs,  Joel Paoli, Eric Vandergrift, and Clint Williams, all of Lawton. 
These 2006 Cameron University students will be featured in a variety of percussion repertoire reflecting contemporary composers for the unique performance idiom of percussion ensemble. Among the percussion instruments which will be performed are marimbas, steel drum, concert tom-toms, hand drums, timpani, drumset, and vibraphones. The concert will include such pieces as Lynn Glassock’s No Exit, Johanna Beyer’s IV, current percussion student Gareth Jester’s Rainsong, Mark Ford’s Stubernic and Head Talk, Nightwatch by Mark Ford, David Mancini’s Feel the Spirit and Suite for Solo Drumset. 
Both Deal and Deane will also perform unaccompanied compositions for four-mallet marimba during the concert including Deane’s own composition, entitled The Process of Invention for unaccompanied four-mallet marimba. Additionally, Deane will be featured as a timpani soloist on the premier of his own composition, entitled The Long September Morning, dedicated to Lambert and the Cameron University Percussion Ensemble.
Deal will be performing as an unaccompanied four-mallet marimbist on Beyond the Cloud of Unknowing by Dorothy Hindman and Martin Wesley-Smith’s unique composition For Marimba and Tape. On the final composition of the evening, Mancini’s Suite for Solo Drumset, Cameron percussion alumni who are in attendance will join current CUPE members in a celebratory performance honoring Lambert.

A reception—hosted by Friends of Cameron Percussion—will immediately follow the concert in the Cameron Theatre Foyer. The leader of the Friends of Cameron Percussion is Dr. Tom Leckman.
