“Construction party” to celebrate start

of Cameron student apartment project
Cameron University faculty, staff, students will gather with local community leaders next week for a party celebrating the beginning stages of construction of Cameron Village.  The event begins at 10 a.m. on Wednesday, Sept. 8.
Ground has already been broken on the student apartment project, which is scheduled for opening in August 2005.
The concept behind Cameron Village is to provide the university with much-needed new housing options, while also facilitating an environment that effectively integrates the living and learning aspects of college life.  This will be achieved through the construction of five three-story housing units adjacent to a central learning center, which will serve as a gathering area for students.
The apartments, located on the east side of University Drive in Lawton, will be arranged in 2 or 4-bedroom suites in which students will have their own bedrooms and share a kitchen, living area and bathroom.  No more than two students will be required to share bathroom facilities.  
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The McMahon Learning Center, made possible through a generous $1.25 million donation from the McMahon Foundation, will house a seminar room, computer lab, classroom and library, as well as recreational/social areas for students.  The center will also provide housing for a faculty-in-residence and family who will always be available to assist Cameron Village’s 240 residents.  
With these resources available in a single location, students will be able to effectively access all the advantages of their university while maintaining the comforts of home.  
The project is a key component of Cameron’s comprehensive plan to become the “university of choice” for Southwest Oklahomans.
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
