Cameron University police officer graduates from CLEET basic police academy in OKC

Cameron’s campus has been rated the 32nd safest campus in the nation, due in part to the commitment and training of the university police officers.

One of Cameron University’s police officers recently graduated from the Oklahoma Council on Law Enforcement Education and Training (CLEET) Basic Police Academy in Oklahoma City, continuing the tradition of dedicated, well-trained police officers at Cameron.

Timothy Alf finished the CLEET academy training this summer with an outstanding 91.6 overall average. He also received special recognition during the graduation ceremony for superior performance as a squad leader.

“I was proud of myself for finishing with such high honors, and look forward to applying the skills I learned to Cameron,” Alf said. 
Alf was one of approximately 80 recruits from law enforcement agencies around the state to participate in the academy.

Alf, who has been employed at Cameron for a year, was a sergeant in the Army before joining CU’s public safety department. 
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“Becoming a Cameron police officer seemed to be a natural progression for me as far as continuing to help people out,” he said. “I’ve always tried to look out for my fellow man.”
While working the night shift, Alf is also pursuing a bachelor’s degree in criminal justice at CU.
Cameron’s police officers are on duty 24-hours a day, every day of the year. They are each required to complete the CLEET academy, as well as 17 hours of continuing education and training each year to maintain state police certification. They must also be re-certified in adult and infant CPR and firearms each year. 
These requirements are the same standards maintained by both the Comanche County Sheriffs Department and the Lawton Police Department.
